Tilt and hook the headrail into the bracket at point (E), then
rotate it into place until it clicks. To remove the headrail,
press the bracket at point (F).

Short Face Fixing

Screw Hook the back of the headrail into the bracket and rotate it
into position. Secure the headrail by tightening the short
screw located at the front of the bracket.
